The book has 130 pages for first semester and 

arranged in Myriad Pro with font size 11. It is designed 

attractively with clear colours and images. So that it can be easily 

understood by students. It also has a study guide before learning 

begins. So that students can easily understand the contents of the 

book easily. Each chapter also contains daily conversations that 

are easily understood by students in understanding the lessons in 

its book. The textbook aims to provide as many opportunities as 

possible to students to develop literacy competencies in English.  

This textbook has been widely used in teaching and 

learning by several teachers. For example used by a teacher 

named Mrs. Fajriana Nur Asmawati, M. Pd. This textbook has 

been used for teaching and learning activities at MTs PI AL 

HUDA Tayu Pati:

In this activity students are 

trained to observe and ask questions related to the 

material. So that in this activity can add information and 

knowledge of students. 

Asking Questions activity is an attempt by 

students to construct knowledge of social functions, 

linguistic elements, and text structures through guided 

discussions. The habit of asking will enhance the 

students’ curiosity and critical thinking, which is very 

much needed to get good observations. At the same time, 

the students also had the opportunity to ask questions in 

English naturally and meaningfully.

Overall completeness of the material in this book has 

met the requirements. Almost all of the material is complete. 

In chapter 1 “Congratulations” the material are complete as 

stated in the table of basic competencies of students is 

expected to be able to understand and be able to compile a 

short and simple safe text message using the appropriate text 

structure and the right language elements in the context. There 

are several texts presented how to use congratulations for 

friends as shown on pages 2, 6, 7 and 12. Chapter 2 “Let's live 

a healthy life!” the material in this chapter covers the basic 

ability requirements to understand goals, and has the basic 

ability to tell or ask other people to do something or not to do 

something verbally and in writing, and to state their 

intentions. Several texts presented asking to others people are 

shown on pages 19 and 29. The theme of the text relates to 

students' daily lives.  

Chapter 3 “Be healthy be happy” this chapter covers 

the basic competence requirements, namely the requirements 

for understanding the structure of the text and the language 

elements of spoken and written texts to identify and describe 

products. This chapter discusses material that is introduced to 

basic comprehension skills when expressing curiosity about 

matters relating to students’ daily lives and students' 

environment. This chapter will select healthy and safe 

products to avoid serious repercussions and find the best 
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product such as on page 36 and 37. Cover text is provided to 

identify and describe specific product content, such as 

specific ingredients and product uses. Chapter 4 “This is how 

you do it!” this chapter covers the requirements listed in the 

basic competencies. These competencies require an 

understanding of the structure of the text and the language 

elements of spoken and written text to identify the best results 

with effective words. This chapter learn to choose healthy and 

safe products to avoid adverse effects. and get the best out of 

the product. Learn to use cover text and create receipts and 

manuals. Entry items related to fixed equipment commonly 

used in students' daily lives. Students can learn how to create 

something the content shown on page 77. 

Chapter 5 “Everybody is always in the middle of 

something” this material includes complete of material. In 

basic competence, students talk about ongoing activities when 

speaking at a certain point in the past and a certain point in 

the future. As shown on pages 81 to 84 and page 95, some 

examples of interpersonal and transactional text used to share 

information with others people and explanation of the text. 

Chapter 6 “We have been to an orphan home. We went there 

last Sunday” this chapter fulfills the criteria for completeness 

of material with basic competencies and core competencies. 

Students are expected to understand spoken texts such as how 

to share information with others, report past events that have 

occurred to others and provide information to others. Another 

text in this chapter is entitled We have been to an orphan 

home. We went there last Sunday shown on page 111 and 124. 

b. In-Depth of Materials 

 Overall in-depth of materials in this book has met the 

requirements. almost all of the material is complete. In 

chapter 1 “Congratulations” this chapter provides training 

for students to further explore how to express congratulations. 

As shown on page 6. in some cases, students to answer 

dialogue, and there is a reflective diary of this course, and 

most students answer some questions. Information about their 

understanding and difficulties can be accessed in each chapter 

of this textbook. Chapter 2 “Let’s live a healthy life!” the 

exercises in this chapter guide students explore different types 
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of ways of completing the sentences shown on pages 24, 25 

and 26. Students write down the purpose of doing or not doing 

each activity. Chapter 3 “Be healthy be happy” the text 

exercises conform to depth standards, which retain part of the 

rules of text formation and text production, and require 

students to identify products, then propose products such as 

suggestions and comparisons of the two products such as on 

page 50 and 51. 

Chapter 4 “This is how you do it!” the texts and 

exercises in this chapter compare and identify information 

about civil servants and students will learn about labels on 

food / beverage. And analyze the key points of the product, 

including the product name, product description, the content 

or quantity of the product in the packaging, the contents of the 

product ingredients, the direction of product use, the direction 

of product storage, and the expiration date. Chapter 5 

“Everybody is always in the middle of something” the text 

and exercises in this chapter allow students to explore more 

about how to share information with others in the exercise on 

page 90. Students complete these sentences with reasons that 

match the questions. In addition to other practice questions, 

students also help calm the correct verbs in the correct 

dialogues on page 99. Then, students practice to fill the blank 

table about grammar on page 86. Chapter 6 “We have been to 

an orphan home. We went there last Sunday” this chapter 

provides training for students so that they can understand a 

deeper understanding of how to communicate with others, ask 

them to complete relevant sentences, then write statements 

about past events related to the current situation show on page 

113, 117, 121 and 129. 

2. Accuracy of Material 

a. Social Function 

The accuracy of facts and concepts are seen in the 

material compilation component which contains examples and 

practice questions throughout the entire book. This book has 

presented material in accordance with facts, concepts, principles, 

and theories, although it is not complete. This aims to train 

students' active thinking patterns in discovering new things so 

that students play an active role in learning. 
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Chapter 1 “Congratulations” the social function are 

appropriately. This chapter there is communication about daily 

life, as well as factional communication for narrative 

communication. Chapter 2 “Let’s live a healthy live!” this 

chapter introduces interpersonal and transactional 

communication in the form of descriptive texts. This chapter 

specifically asks students to do or intend to do it, and tells others 

to do or not do something. Students are required to provide 

information about materials. All contexts in this chapter relate to 

students' daily lives, and students are encouraged to interact with 

their surroundings to obtain information. 

Chapter 3 “Be healthy be happy” the text used to identify 

about multiple products. In this chapter students explore types of 

products, packaging products such as food. Drink using language 

elements that are correct and in context. This chapter fulfills the 

social function criteria in the functional communication elements 

including the procedural text. Chapter 4 “This is how you do it!” 

this chapter covers elements of functional and interpersonal 

communication, enables students to explore product 

comparisons, and teaches students to interact with the 

appropriate environment of their surroundings through 

interpersonal and cross-language texts and product label analysis 

show on page 71. 

Chapter 5 “Everybody is always in the middle of 

something” the texts contained in this chapter meet the standards 

of social function. With the dialogue, students would explore 

exchanges and responses, and explain to others how to explain 

the problem to others. Chapter 6 “We have been to an orphan 

home. We went there last Sunday” this chapter meets the 

standards of social function show on page 109 and 111. Students 

are taught to interact through interpersonal, communication, and 

functional communication contained in textbooks and texts 

related to the daily life of society. These interactions show 

concern and admiration for what happens to the children in the 

orphanage. 

b. Generic Structure 

The presentation of the illustrations in this book has been 

adjusted to the material coverage in each subject. The benchmark 

for the accuracy of the illustration is seen from the suitability of

the illustration with the learning material. The use of pictures in 

illustrating the material is appropriate, but there are still some 

inaccurate and less varied illustrations. 

Chapter 1 “Congratulations” the elements and 

structures with proper meaning. Students are taught to do simple 

things about safety and ask students to get information from 

others. Interdepartmental communication and functional 

communication meet social function standards. Chapter 2 “Let’s 

live a healthy life!” the generic structures in this chapter have 

been appropriately developed. These transaction interactions 

meet social function standards. Chapter 3 “Be healthy, be happy” 

the elements and structures of meaning are systematically 

implemented in the text to identify the product. The exercise 

requires students to identify products with the aid of illustrations. 

Students with English proficiency have difficulty because when 

students analyze the product, the text is not clear. 

Chapter 4 “This is how you do it!” the elements and 

structures of meaning are developed appropriately. Students are 

given an example of presenting display instructions on page 55. 

Then the students carry out an exercise to analyze the product 

label on the product packaging. Chapter 5 “Everybody is always 

in the middle of something” the elements and structures of 

meaning are realized systematically. Student interactions with 

other students. Chapter 6 “We have been to an orphan home. We 

went there last Sunday” this chapter fulfills the criteria of generic 

structure, because the existing text contains interpersonal 

information and communication in the form of providing 

information about events that have occurred in the past and the 

present show on page 110 and 112. 

c. Linguistic Feature 

The use of language in explaining the material can be 

easily understood by students. The existence of a conversation in 

explaining the material in the book will also increase students' 

insight. The language used is also very easy to understand by 

students at the junior high school level. 

Chapter 1 “Congratulations” the words used in this 

chapter are brief and clear, usually used in the daily life of 

students and are used for communication. The dialogue is brief 

and serves to congratulate them, as shown on pages 2 and 3, and 
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other views on pages 9 and 11 talk briefly about congratulations. 

Chapter 2 “Let’s live a healthy life!” the texts used in this chapter 

are brief and simple, and are generally used in students' daily 

lives and for communication purposes. The dialogue is brief and 

serves it is the purpose of asking and telling the other person to 

do or not to do something and the purpose or intention to do it. 

Examples of simple conversations telling stories with others also 

use simple and easy-to-understand text as shown in the dialogues 

displayed on pages 19, 29 and 30. Chapter 3 “Be healthy, be 

happy” the types of text discussed in this chapter develop 

communication skills in an analytical form and describe products 

in an easy-to-understand manner. 

Chapter 4 “This is how you do it!” the linguistic 

characteristics are in accordance with the intention in the social 

function which provides an overview of the product. The sample 

text uses simple forms and vocabulary and is in accordance with 

the daily context of students in describing items. Chapter 5 

“Everybody is always in the middle of something” the language 

characteristics are in line with the social functions conveyed by 

language communicators when they share free time and carry out 

ongoing activities in the future. The sample text uses simple 

forms and vocabulary that are appropriate to the daily context of 

students. Chapter 6 “We have been to an orphan home. We went 

there last Sunday” the linguistic feature that correspond to 

communicative language in the context of students are exposed 

to various texts. Use simple interpersonal text. Show students 

how to use the correct language in a persuasive way through 

practice questions and in text and practice questions. This makes 

it easier for students to understand the target language and uses 

high-quality text illustrations contained in the text and questions. 

Practice show on page 119. 

3. Suppporting Material 

a. Relevance 

The material presented contains examples, practice 

questions, and a bibliography that has adapted to developments 

in science and technology. Supporting materials have also 

supported the active role of students in learning, such as 

observing and experimenting. The features presented in this book 

are complete because they contain descriptions of the material, 
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examples, practice questions, and activities with parents during 

each lesson so that students are familiar with various learning 

activities. The use of illustrated images in practice questions is in 

accordance with current technological developments. 

Chapter 1 “Congratulations” the illustrations in this 

chapter are based on students' daily lives. Each picture shows the 

actual life situation of each text studied, for example illustration 

shows students at school and at home. Dialogue uses interactions 

that usually occur in students' daily lives. Chapter 2 “Let’s live a 

healthy life!” the illustrations in this chapter use text related to 

student activities, such as friends who are sick and learning to do 

something or not. The physical environment also reflects the 

daily interactions of students in the school environment. Chapter 

3 “Be healthy, be happy” the illustrations are used according to 

the topic and purpose. Students easily understand and recognize 

a product because there is an image of a product. 

Chapter 4 “This is how you do it!” the illustrations used 

are appropriate and show the most widely available products 

around students with products, such as stationary items, found 

from the text. Chapter 5 “Everybody is always in the middle of 

something” the illustrations used are appropriate and show things 

that are commonly found in the student environment in the school 

environment. Chapter 6 “We have been to an orphan home. We 

went there last Sunday” the illustrations in this chapter are in 

accordance with activities that students often do in everyday life, 

and the resources used are related to the topics discussed. The 

text shows what students commonly encounter when visiting 

orphanages. Dialogue uses the common interactions students 

have in everyday life show on page 109 and 111. 

b. Development of Life Skills 

Each chapter in the lessons also presented students’ 

training to develop their life skills. Apart from providing 

material, each chapter also plays a role in helping students 

develop their talents and interests in certain fields. Most students 

will also feel happy if in their lessons in the classroom or outside 

the classroom discussing the development of life skills. 

Chapter 1 “Congratulations” the life skills used in this 

chapter are social skills. Teach students with others, such as 

parents, shown on pages 9, 10 and 11. Students were also taught 
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the form of congratulations, not only congratulating words, but 

also using other sentences according to a situation that occurs. 

Chapter 2 “Let’s live a healty life!” most textbooks cover 

personal academic skills and social skills. This material includes 

information related to students' daily activities at home and 

school life. The purpose of interaction between students in this 

chapter is to find out information about students' daily lives. 

Chapter 3 “Be healthy, be happy” most of the texts cover 

personal skills. The material provided includes information that 

invites and enables students to distinguish the contents of a 

product and can choose a product that is healthy and safe by 

looking at the composition of the product. 

Chapter 4 “This is how you do it!” there are a few 

elements of developing Life Skills in this chapter. In the aspect 

of personal skills in finding and analyzing using information, this 

chapter focuses on the improvement of creatures. Chapter 5 

“Everybody is always in the middle of something” in this chapter, 

there are several elements for developing life skills in social 

skills. Namely students can talk with parents and friends in their 

daily activities. Chapter 6 “We have been to an orphan home. We 

went there last Sunday” the life skills used in this chapter are 

social skills. Students are taught to get information with friends 

around, then students ask questions and provide information. 

Students also serve to look after others by asking how people in 

the orphanage feel and referring to their birthdays at the 

orphanage. 

c. Diversity Insight 

Presentation of material descriptions that contain 

examples and practice questions, activities with parents 

unfulfilled. Of the six chapters that have been analyzed, all of 

them do not show diversity insight. 

Most of the criteria for diversity insight are not present 

in this book. In chapter 1 “Congratulations” since this chapter 

focuses only on community congratulations and the use of 

congratulations. There are no aspects that can develop insight 

into diversity. Chapter 2 “Let’s live a healthy life!” the texts and 

exercises in this chapter do not require insight into the diversity 

of content, but this chapter focuses on intention to act. The texts 

in this chapter discuss maintaining a healthy body. Chapter 3 “Be 
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healthy, be happy” the texts and exercises in this chapter do not 

require criteria for diversity insight. Because the material in this 

chapter describes the product. 

Chapter 4 “This is how you do it!” the texts and exercises 

in this chapter do not incorporate any diversity and culture. 

Because the material in this chapter describes procedure text. 

Chapter 5 “Everybody is always in the middle of something” the 

texts and exercises in this chapter do not include insights into 

diversity. Because it only discusses how to express actions or 

events that are or occur in the present, past and future. Chapter 6 

“We have been to an orphan home. We went there last Sunday” 

this chapter does not cover the aspects of developing the diversity 

perspective. The lesson focuses only on an invitation to come to 

an orphanage. Not to teach diversity insight. 

 

C. Research Data Analysis 

Based on Badan Standar Nasional Pendidikan (BSNP) in 

2007 there are four aspects of feasibility as guidelines in assessing 

books. Each indicators in the aspect of textbook feasibility can be 

used as a reference for textbook assessment. The research finding 

based on the textbook entitled "Bahasa Inggris Think Globally Act 

Locally" published by Kementerian Pendidikan dan Kebudayaan 

Republik Indonesia for junior high school grade ninth are as follows:

The presentation of the material has been adapted to the 

cognitive, affective, and psychomotor aspects of students with 

reference to KI and KD. The materials in this book is also 

complete, accompanied by good illustrations and learning 
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instructions that make it easier for students to understand the 

contents of this book. 

2. The Accuracy of Materials 

a. Sosial Function 

This standard must be applied by students as a form of 

student exploration of the textbooks being studied by students. 

Therefore, the content of textbooks must be able to guide 

students to implement social, trade and communication functions 

based on relevant functional textbooks, such as narration, 

narrative, procedures, descriptions, news, discussion, and 

reporting. This book has presented materials in accordance with 

facts, concepts, principles, and theories, although it is not 

complete. This aims to train students' active thinking patterns in 

discovering new things so that students play an active role in 

learning. 

b. Generic Structure 

This standard states that textbooks must have a 

systematic mindset when introducing material. Therefore, it is 

expected that students can think systematically in everyday life. 

As in interpersonal and transactional texts, these activities can be 

in the form of communication activities to proactively 

communicate asking questions and providing information. 

The presentation of the illustrations in this book has been 

adjusted to the material coverage in each subject. The benchmark 

for the accuracy of the illustration is seen from the suitability of 

the illustration with the learning material. The use of pictures in 

illustrating the material is appropriate, but there are still some 

inaccurate and less varied illustrations. 

c. Linguistic Feature 

In this linguistic function, textbooks are expected to 

provide and guide students with appropriate and relevant 

language elements. In this way, students can actively 

communicate with high-quality language functions in relevant 

contexts to realize all parts of social functioning.  

In this book the use of language in explaining the 

material can be easily understood by students. The existence of a 

conversation in explaining the material in the book also increase 

students' insight. The language used is also very easy to 

understand by students at the junior high school level. 
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3. Supporting Materials 

a. Relevance 

The presentation of material which includes practice 

questions, evaluation of learning, daily assessment, and 

bibliography is in accordance with the development of science 

and technology. Supporting materials have also supported the 

active role of students in learning such as Observing and Asking 

Questions activities. Submission of material is in accordance 

with current scientific developments, this can be seen in the topic 

of material that is current and happening today. 

The features presented in this book categorize complete 

because they contain Observing and Asking Questions, 

Collecting Information, Reflecting, Associating and 

Communicating activities, as well as daily assessments on each 

lesson so that students are familiar with various learning 

activities. The use of illustration images in practice questions is 

in accordance with today's technological developments. 

b. Development of Life Skills 

The learning material in the textbook must contain 

content that encourages students to develop life skills. Like any 

personal skill, can be weaker weaknesses and strengths. Social 

skills are a place where students can rely on their environment 

properly and correctly. Academic skills, using good information, 

making wise decisions, and managing problems. As well as 

vocational skills that can encourage students to develop their 

abilities in future career development. 

Each chapter in the lessons presents students’ training to 

develop their life skills. Apart from providing material, each 

chapter also plays a role in helping students develop their talents 

and interests in certain fields. Most students will also feel happy 

if in their lessons in the classroom or outside the classroom 

discussing the development of life skills. 

c. Diversity Insight 

Another tool that should be included in a good textbook 

is a textbook which should include things that encourage students 

to develop their own insights into diversity. For example, 

respecting cultural diversity, local wisdom, awareness of cultural 

development, and cultivating cultural love with a full 

understanding of culture and ethnicity.  
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In this book does not meet these criteria. Presentation of 

material descriptions that contain examples and practice 

questions unfulfilled. Of the six chapters that have been 

analyzed, all of them do not show diversity insight.
